· Conference does not have a sports requirement for membership such as the ones you mentioned.

· has no requirements, but everyone just happens to sponsor M & W soccer, M & W basketball, W volleyball, baseball, softball, M & W cross country and M Golf.

· sponsors 18 sports (9 men/9women) and requires every school to participate in 16. One school  has only women and must play 8.

· Conference requires each of its members to sponsor all 19 sports sponsored by the Conference. I hope that helps and let me know if you’d like some more specific information.

· Six men's sports and at least three must be team sports, including either soccer or football.
Six women's sports and at least three must be team sports, including basketball.
· revised its bylaws last year, we addressed this issue.  Basically, if an institution sponsors a sport in which the conference conducts a championship, then the institution is required to participate in conference play.

· In the past, there were schools that “opted out” of conference competition mainly for competitive reasons.  They felt their teams would struggle as part of the conference.  But it became difficult to draw the line.  How many sports could a school opt out of in conference play?  What if a team was needed for AQ purposes?  The decision was then made that institutions are required to participate in conference play in all sports.

· Our conference does not have any of these requirements in the constitution, however when we just went through our strategic process and decided what we were looking for in the schools that were applying to our conference we used a benchmark of 80% match between sports offered by the applicant and sports our conference sponsors championships in.

· baseball, softball, men's basketball, women's basketball, men's soccer and women's soccer are mandated.  Other than the D-III minimum sports requirement, there are no conference minimum numbers.  There are 19 sports and the range is 14-19.  Some offer sports that are not conference sports such as wrestling, ice hockey, skiing, women's gymnastics, football, etc.

· The only sport requirement for our membership is football for all co-ed

institutions. 

We have one single-gender institution ,but our codebook states that if

they ever begins accepting men, they must add football immediately or they

All other sports have no mandatory requirements. Despite that, we have full or

near-full participation in most major team sports (soccer, basketball, bb/sb, etc.).

· In our league, an institution must participate in every sport in which the conference sponsors a championship. It is a condition of membership

· Members must sponsor a minimum of five conference sports for men, including football or basketball, and a minimum five conference sports for women, including volleyball or basketball.

· We do not have any policies in this area but I will definitely be interested in hearing the results

· four to sponsor a sport for it to be varsity in the league -- we do not have a % of sports you need to sponsor. We do not have core sports either. With two all female and one all male school -- along with one moving to co-ed ... life is interesting on the sports sponsorship side of the equation.

· Conference requires a minimum of six sports – it doesn’t matter which ones they are.

· In the men's program, every member of the Conference must play every other Conference member in football, basketball and baseball and must participate in the Conference (meet) program of at least five other sports.  In the women's program, every member of the Conference must play every other Conference member in volleyball, basketball and softball and must participate in the Conference (meet) program of at least five other sports.

Core Sports - Exception.  A member institution may appeal for exception from this requirement.  Automatic exceptions shall 
not exceed one round robin sport and one Conference meet sport per program per school.  Football, women's volleyball and 
men's and women's basketball are excluded from automatic exceptions.
· a College shall sponsor no fewer than six intercollegiate sports at the varsity level with at least one such sport in each of the fall, winter and spring sports seasons.

For full membership, we  require that institutions sponsor six conference championship sports for each gender.  However, we do have a category for affiliate members to join the conference for individual sports.

· Membership----All members must participate in a minimum of four Men's and four women's sports in which a conference champion is determined. No other restrictions------
· Must maintain consistent, broad based, gender equitable programs sponsoring a majority of the sports in which the conference currently offers championships.  Must maintain full conference participation in all sports that are part of the varsity program, and are classified as a NCAA Division III sport.  Member institutions may be sanctioned if they field a team in a designated conference championship sport and do not play an entire conference regular season schedule and/or compete in the championship for those sports in which a championship is conducted with teams that meet the minimum number of participants as stipulated in NCAA Bylaw 20.11.3.2. Member institutions may be granted an exception to this policy by petitioning the conference. The petition must be in writing and requires a two-thirds majority vote of the conference AAG.
