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Allegheny Mountain Collegiate Conf. - None
American Southwest Conf. - The ASC put a name on its Sportsmanship Award in May 2006. The suggestion and vote was handled by the league presidents during their annual meeting. I guess "by presidential decree" would be our policy based on the recent action.
Capital Athletic Conference - None
Centennial Conference – None
College Conf. of Illinois and Wisc. - We don't have a formal written policy regarding awards naming but we do allow coaches group to make a proposal to the ADs to change the name of an award, which has happened a couple of times.  There's never really been much discussion over the changes.  Everyone seems to be on board so we have not had to move forward with a written policy.
Great Northeast Athletic Conference - None

Iowa Intercollegiate Athletic Conf. - we started down that road recently and came to the conclusion pretty quickly that it would be much too difficult to distinguish between so many deserving candidates, and that we would be doing more of an injustice to those we did not choose, compared with the value of the recognition.
Middle Atlantic, Freedom, & Commonwealth Conferences – We have a couple but they don’t come with any money.  When I asked about naming them all, with or without money, no one was interested.
Midwest Conf. - No naming policy. Only two academic awards and one all-sports award named right now so it hasn’t gotten out of hand.

Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Conference – Currently no set policy, but have a few awards named after people.

New England Small College Athletic Conf. - We have shied away from this, but I would be interested in the results.  

New England Men’s and Women’s Athletic Conf. - We have no policy but I would be very interested in hearing any existing policies since I'd like to name our new sportsmanship award after the founder of our conference.

Northern Athletic Conf. – None

Notrth Coast Athletic Conf. – None. Have had a few awards named in past.
North Eastern Athletic Conf. - None
Old Dominion Athletic Conf. - the award naming request must be approved by the ADs through the conference awards committee. There is no formal written information.
Ohio Athletic Conf. – MVP Awards: 

a. The OAC office will ensure that one mail and one female from each sport each year will receive Most Valuable Player Award plaques. 

b. There are four levels of Conference MVP awards.

1. Level One: No Sponsorship: The OAC provides plaques for one male and one female Most Valuable Player for those sports without sponsorship.

2. Level Two: Name Sponsorship. OAC member sponsor the award on a five-year first right of renewal basic. The Conference office provides the plaque, with the legend name on it, and then invoices the sponsoring institution the cost of the plaque.

3. Level Three: Endowment Sponsorship: An outside sponsor pays a one-time fee of $1,000 to sponsor the award for 20 years. The OAC office produces a plaque, with the legend name on it, and then pays for the plaque from the interest from the gift.

4. Level Four: Outside Sponsorship. Entities such as Gregory Family and Summa Family awards directly to student-athletes at no expense to the OAC or its members.

c. At any time an award may change levels.

d. When any type of sponsorship occurs, the Conference shall no duplicate the one award per gender per sport per year policy.

Pennsylvania Athletic Conference - None
University Athletic Assoc. - This came up a number of years ago when a very well-liked swimmer at one of our schools died suddenly.  It also came up again when a long-time (very long-time) three-sport coach died.

We discussed the option of naming awards after both individuals and decided not to name awards after individuals.  This just opens up a Pandora's Box -- what about the next time...is this individual really worthy...what happens when someone "more deserving dies or is nominated"...what happens when you run out of awards?

Our decision was to honor the individuals in the short term.  In the case of the swimmer we made up a special plaque that was presented to his parents at a conference championship and dedicated the championship to him.  In the case of the coach, the coaches dedicated the season to him and a special write up was done in the game programs (he had no family).  This proved a much better route for us in the long run.  I believe in both cases the schools also developed their own memorials, which were probably more appropriate and meaningful (e.g., naming an annual meet or tournament after the coach).

Southern Collegiate Athletic Conf. – None

Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic Conf. - We don't have a written policy and currently we have four awards named after individuals.  However, like anything else, it typically starts at the sport committee (i.e., coach level) with a recommendation and then has to be approved in succession by the ADs, FARs and maybe even the chancellors.
