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North Eastern Athletic Conference
A. Conference Champions/NCAA Automatic Qualifier

1. The NEAC Conference Champion shall be the team that wins the NEAC Conference Tournament.

2. The conference automatic qualifier to the NCAA Playoffs (beginning 2006-2007) shall be the team that wins the Conference Tournament. 

3. In the circumstance that the Conference Tournament is unexpectedly terminated (e.g., due to inclement weather), the automatic qualifier will be determined using the golf stat ranking to select a representative. If the #1 seed is ineligible to accept the NCAA Automatic Qualifier (AQ) (e.g. provisional institution), the AQ will be awarded to the next highest seed that is a NCAA full member.

Skyline Conference

The Skyline Conference conducts its golf championship in the fall. The tournament is 36 holes - 18 on Sunday, 18 on Monday.  In the event of inclement weather, the event could be shortened to 18 holes.  If the tournament was unable to be played, we would probably move it to the spring. ... We don't have a set policy however, so I'm curious how the other schools will respond.
Mid-Atlantic/Freedom/Commonwealth

First day we can play a round of 18 after washout

Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Association

We have golf, but do not have a provision in place at this time.


Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic Conference
In the event our conference golf tournament (which in our case is in the  fall) is wiped out entirely due to inclement weather, the WIAC AQ will  be awarded to the team with the highest NCAA Division III Golfstat  ranking at the time of the tournament.
Heartland Collegiate Athletic Conference
As a result of AQs for these sports we have implemented a conference schedule for tennis, a series of tri-matches (involving 3 schools at one site) and everyone plays everyone else during the conference season.  If our tennis tournament(s) are called because of weather then we can fall back on who won the regular conference season championship.

In Golf we have gone to two weekends for our AQ tournament. If one gets called off we hope to play the other.  If we lose both, then we fall back on how the teams played in other tournaments or head to head.  The last option is not very good but at present it is the best we can come up with.

Teams share the cost for the two courses.  We have partnered our 8 golf playing schools on a north south basis and one weekend is north and the other is south. We went to this system to get a better way of selecting our AQ and the coaches agreed to do this and would be giving up some of the unofficial qualifying tournaments they used to feel compelled to go to, therefore it represents a slight money saving step for golf budgets.
I’ll be interested in what others are doing.  Our coaches seem ok with our process, at least right now.

Allegheny Mountain Collegiate Conference

Since we have our men's golf championship season in the fall, we automatically have more flexibility. Nevertheless, we have a policy in place to address this, which is,

j. Suspended/Interrupted Play

i.  Every attempt will be made to complete 36 holes.  Should inclement weather delay and/or postpone the first round of play, 36 holes may be completed on any part of day one and resume and/or conclude on day two.

ii.  If play is delayed on day one, all teams should remain on property of the host facility.  Every effort will be made to resume play on day one.  When play is deemed capable, and if play has not commenced, a shotgun format can be utilized.  If play has commenced, competitors on the golf course will return to the spot that they left when play was stopped.  Groups that have not commenced can be placed on the golf course in a reverse shotgun format starting with hole 18 and progressing backwards through the back nine.

iii.  Players should be given an appropriate amount of time to prepare for play to begin.  Discontinuation and resumption of play will be handled under USGA Rule 6-8.

iv.  If 36 holes cannot be completed, at least 18 holes will be counted to determine the outcome.

v.  After the completion of round one, if round two is begun but cannot be completed, any results of round two will be nullified.

vi.  If round one is cancelled entirely, 36 holes will attempted to be played on day two.  Two shotguns will be scheduled with the first round scheduled for 9 a.m. and the second round scheduled for 2 p.m. (See above for clarification if round two can not be completed.)  At least one half-hour should be allotted between the two rounds for lunch.

vii.  If the tournament is unable to be played at all, a new date shall be established within three dates, to be played within three weeks.


Iowa Intercollegiate Athletic Conference
We play 72 holes over two weekends and we need only get 18 holes played to determine our champion. We determine our AQ in the fall, so we would bring everyone together on the first possible date to get 18 holes.

North Coast Athletic Conference 

We added two weekend events to our fall schedule and an additional weekend to our spring schedule.  Those three new events accrue points for the championship standings.  We still maintain the season-ending spring championship event, and that also has points (more than the others). So, in other words, if the big spring, traditional championship is wiped out, we still go with the results of the three previous events and name our champ and our AQ winner on the basis of those which were completed.
New England Small College Athletic Association
We have a make-up date if the championship gets rained out.  If that gets wiped out as well, we will use a committee to determine the champion (using established criteria).

College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin 
For the men, we are moving to 72 holes of golf over two weekends so we have not adopted an inclement weather policy...if we can get at least 36 holes in over the two weekends we are in serious trouble. For the women, we require at least 18 holes to be played over the course of a weekend.  The coaches and conference office can alter/adjust the schedule as needed, including changing the locations.

American Southwest Conference

Both men (54 holes) and women (36 holes) play the championship tournament in the spring (mid-April) with eight teams earning qualification as determined by Golfstat ranking of conference teams. Current inclement weather policy: A minimum of 18 holes must be completed to declare a champion in golf with the AQ going to the champion. If the minimum number of holes cannot be met, no champion will be named and the team ranked highest in the Golfstat regional ranking will earn the AQ (ranking used to determine tournament field).
Pennsylvania Athletic Conference

SECTION VII- Automatic Qualification
A. The PAC champion shall earn the conference’s AQ into the NCAA Championship.
B. In the event of inclement weather, the chairperson, after consultation with the championship director, will make the determination as to whether the course is in suitable condition for championship play.  In the event 36 holes cannot be completed, the PAC Champion and the NCAA AQ will be determined as follows:
    1. If neither day of the championship is playable or if less than 18 holes are completed at the championship site, the AQ will be determined by Golf Stats Rankings.
    2. If at least 18 holes are played during the two days of the championship, the AQ will be determined by the results of the 18 holes of play.
    3. If at least 27 holes are played during the two days of the championship, the AQ will be determined based on the results of the 27 holes.

Northwest Conference
We use a three tournament format, one at the end of fall, one near the beginning of our spring season, and the end of season tournament.  If we lose all or a part of one, we can rely on the other two.
Old Dominion Athletic Conference
The tournament would have to be 36 holes -- originally scheduled for 54.

University Athletic Association

We normally play 36 holes over two days (18 holes each day).  If our championship is shortened by weather or course conditions we determine our champion by the top finisher of the largest multiple of 9 holes completed by all institutions.

Ohio Athletic Conference

If we complete 18 holes, then the leader of our tournament gets the AQ.  If inclement weather makes it impossible to complete 18 holes, then the team with the highest ranking in the Great Lakes regional gets the AQ. We've not been tested yet, so I hope this works!
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
