"Written Notice.  Any member may withdraw at any regular meeting of the Conference, provided a written notice is filled with the president of each member institution and the Commissioner at least thirty days before the date of the meeting and provided further that all financial obligations to the Conference have been met.
Section 2:      Dues and Participation.  The institution withdrawing shall pay dues and participate as a full Conference member in all sports for one year after the withdrawal has been accepted by the Conference."

Following is the Ohio Athletic Conference's response to your survey question:

Withdrawal from the Conference. (Adopted 11-13-99) A member institution may withdraw from the Conference only after providing at least 18 months notice, in writing, to the Conference office. Each academic year begins on July 1, so written notice must be received by the commissioner’s office by January 1st of the previous year (18 months earlier). Failure to comply with this regulation shall result in the institution paying the equivalent of two years dues to the Conference office, at the current rate of membership dues.
