Conference Championship Policy

Awarding AQ if Portion of Tournament is not Completed

If each team has played at least one round ... the highest remaining seed is the AQ.  Otherwise, the top seed as determined by the regular season is the AQ.

Centennial Conference

Unless the entire tournament is completed, none of the tournament results count.  Thus, if any portion of the tournament is not completed, the AQ is awarded to the regular season champion.

College Conference of Illinois & Wisconsin 

 
Scenario 1 

If unable to play quarterfinals on Wed., they go to Thursday. If unable on either Wed or Thur., they go to Friday. Semis then occur Sat at 10:30 and 12:30 with the finals at 8:30 same day (Sat)

 

Scenario 2

All quarterfinals are played on Wed. Semis are cancelled Friday-go to semi’s in am Saturday and finals that Saturday night (see above).

 

Scenario 3 

All quarterfinals and semis played but Finals are cancelled - AQ goes to highest remaining seed.

 

Note: No Sunday Play in Conference

Michigan Intercollegiate Athletic Association
Completed semi-final game does not count towards determining champion and/or AQ in the case where the other one can’t be played. We defer back to the top seed of the tournament as the champion and/or AQ.

Midwest Conference 
If playoff game cannot be completed, e.g., weather, the team that will receive the MIAC automatic bid in the NCAA Tournament will be the #1 seed in the conf. playoffs. 

Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Conference
Award the AQ to the #1 seed (even if no longer in the tournament).

New England Women’s & Men’s Athletic Conference
We might try to play the next day.  If not, regular season champion would get AQ.  

Old Dominion Athletic Conference
If games are not played, the highest remaining seed moves on.  If one semifinal game did not get played, the higher seed would advance from that bracket.  The other semifinal game would stand and winner would move on to the finals.  If the final game is not played, the highest seed would represent the conference.  

North Atlantic Conference
· If the post-season tournament is canceled, the highest remaining seed at the point of cancellation will be awarded the conference’s automatic berth. If the highest remaining seed is ineligible to accept the NCAA Automatic Qualifier (AQ) (e.g. provisional institution), the AQ will be awarded to the next highest seed that is a NCAA full member. 

· In the  circumstance where the two teams advancing to the NEAC Championship game are ineligible to accept the NCAA AQ (e.g. provisional institutions), the AQ will be awarded to the next highest seed advancing to the NEAC final four who is also a NCAA full member. 

· In the circumstance where the NEAC tournament champion is not eligible to accept the NCAA AQ (e.g. provisional institution), the AQ will be awarded to the tournament runner-up provided they are an NCAA full member. 

North Eastern Athletic Conference
Situation not specifically addressed in bylaws – would be addressed by the executive committee.

Ohio Athletic Conference

Policy varies by sport.  For example, in basketball if any of the tournament is not completed the #1 seed receives the AQ.   In soccer, its the highest remaining seed at the time the tournament is suspended.
